Address the following aspects:
1) Motivation (1 slide):  Rationale for experiment – theoretical / empirical reasons
2) Goals and Objectives of MPA Network (1 slide):  Describe objective criteria you used 
3) Experimental Approach (use as many slides as needed):  Address design / factors you modified / and controls you established
4) Results (use as many slides as you need):  Compare results with baselines and relate back to your quantifiable objectives and goals.

5) Implications (1 slide):  Briefly explain how your results of your experiment relate to the “big picture” management of species and fisheries with MPAs.
